Are we so
busy hoping and praying for huge gestures
of God's power that we are missing those
every day graces and blessings he gives us?

THE ANNUNCIATION 
25TH MARCH

The Solemnity of the Annunciation celebrates the coming of the Angel Gabriel to
the Virgin Mary to announce to her the special mission God had chosen for her in
being the mother of His only son.

The feast of the Annunciation began to be celebrated on this day during the fourth
and fifth centuries, soon after the date for celebrating Christmas was
universalized throughout the Church (the Annunciation falls exactly nine months
before Christmas day. This feast celebrates the Incarnation of the Second Person
of the Trinity and the salvation of all mankind. Some of the Church fathers who
wrote on the importance of the annunciation were St. Athanasius, St. Gregory of
Nyssa and St. Augustine.

We are continually reminded of the importance of this feast to our salvation in
various devotional prayers. Two examples that highlight the importance of this
feast are the joyous mysteries of the Rosary and the Angelus: we pray both at
school. We have printed the Angelus below so that your child can lead your family
in this prayer at home. 

The Angel of the Lord declared to Mary: 
And she conceived of the Holy Spirit.



Hail Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with thee; blessed art thou among women and blessed is the fruit of thy womb,

Jesus. Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray for us sinners, now and at the hour of
our death. Amen.
