Set up by President Lincoln in 1865 as
part of the United States Department of
War; was originally to last for one year
but in 1866 its power were renewed and
expanded to provide assistance to
African-Americans with family issues,
legal advice, and improvements in
employment and education

Nativists

People of ‘American stock’, whose
parents had been born in the United
States and who felt it necessary to
protect American values against the
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‘alien’ ways brought in by new waves of
immigrants

Isolationism

Founding Fathers of American
independence were anxious to preserve
the new nation from outside interference
and ‘foreign entanglements’

Laissez-faire

‘Leave it be’; an economic philosophy
that originated in France and Britain in
the eighteenth century; it emphasised
the importance of market forces and free
competition, with minimum regulation or
state interference

Redeemer

Someone who fought for the
‘redemption’ of the South - in other
words, to free the Southern states from
governments that they felt had been
unfairly imposed on them

Scalawags

Term of abuse for Southerners who had
collaborated with Northerners to enrich
themselves

The Knights of Labor

A nationwide trade union organisation,
first formed in 1869; by the mid-1880s it

had more than 100,000 members
