watched TV 

• J’ai dansé= I have danced 

• J’ai surfé= I have surfed on the 

Internet 

• J’ai joué=I have played 

• J’ai retrouvé mes amis= I have met 

my friends 

• J’ai écouté= I have listened 

• J’ai fait= I have done 

• J’ai lu= I have read 

Exception: 

• Je suis allé= I have gone 

• It was= c´etait
